Newcastle Grammar School accepts students
at the following stages and under the living
arrangement below:

Years 7 to 12: International Students should live
in Newcastle with a parent or close relative.

Secondary Schooling in NSW

Secondary or High School education in NSW
begins in Year 7. Students at this level are
typically 12 or 13 years of age. Students finish
school in Year 12 once they have completed the
NSW Higher School Certificate. Once a student
completes the Higher School Certificate, they
are awarded an ATAR - a rank that is used to
gain entry into University.

From Year 10, students who leave school prior to
completing the HSC may apply for a ROSA. The
ROSA is a document stating the courses studied
by a student and their achievements.

Each International student
studying at Newcastle
Grammar School has key
members of staff responsible
for their academic, pastoral
and general welfare. These
staff members, the Head of
Enrolments, Deputy Head of
School, Director of Studies,
Director of Learning and
Teaching, Head of House,
Learning Support EAL/D teacher
and the International Students
Liaison Officer, are introduced
to the student during the
initial orientation program
and have regular contact

— both formal and informal

— throughout the student’s
period of study. Details on the
initial and ongoing programs
and procedures dre detailed
in the International Student
Orientation Program.




Orientation Program

Orientation program are an important
part of the student support program
that Newcastle Grammar School

offers to International Students. The
orientation process should prepare
new International Students to fully
participate in the academic and co-
curricular program offered by the
School. It should also provide the
students with the necessary information
to be a part of the community in which
they are living.

Each year there are orientation
program organised for all new students
to the School. They are based on the
year level of entry and they have a
focus on familiarising the new students
with the School, its program, the
students at their year level and school
routines.

International Students need

more intensive and individualized
programmes to cover many of the
aspects of studying not only in a new
school but also a new education
system and country, often without the
support of parents.

Orientation Procedures

There are several stages in the
orientation of new International
Students. Where possible they are
invited to be involved in whole school
or year level orientation as well as
the specific International Program.
Orientation continues well after the
initial few weeks at the School.

Day 1

Timetable published

Locker allocated (Head of House)

Head of House and Mentor Teacher — introduced to Student
School’s Student Support Officer introduced to Student

Student ‘buddy’ assigned to escort new International Student
throughout the first day. The buddy remains as a support person
until the new Student has demonstrated familiarity with daily
routines and has established alternative support people (peers).
This is evaluated by the Head of House.

After 1 week

Deputy Head of School contacts the Student after one (1) full
week of attendance to follow up on transition and resolve any
concerns. The Head of House and Mentor teacher will continue to
provide support and monitor the Student.

After 5 weeks

Head of House gathers feedback from the Student’'s Teachers
after five (5) weeks to discuss any concerns related to the
transition. Where concerns are identified, the Deputy Head of
School is informed and where appropriate the Head of School
is informed. The Deputy Head of School and the Head of School
may contact the parent/guardian if required.

End of first Term

By the end of the first term of study, the Deputy Head of School
organises an interview with the Student to discuss the transition
and any concerns the Student may have regarding their
academic, or general welfare.

Deputy Head of School informs the Head of School of progress.

Requirements for Acceptance

IELTS band 7 or equivalent is the minimal entry for
study from Year 7.

In addition to the requirements described in the
Application for Enrolment, Supplementary Application
for International Students and the Conditions of
Enrolment, the requirements for acceptance into a
course, including the appropriate level of proficiency
in English and any previous educational qualifications,
will be assessed by the Enrolments Officer and the
Head of School.

Work experience is not applicable as a requirement
for course entry.

Any applicable or relevant course credit will be
assessed as in 1.3(a).

At present the minimum standard for entry is in 7.0

[ELTS, for students entering in year 7 or above.

Newcastle Grammar School will provide English
language support for International students.
