No slip-on styles, boots or sport shoes.

The final decision regarding the appropriateness 
of a shoe’s style or condition is made at the 
discretion of the School. Students will be asked 
to purchase new or replacement shoes as 
necessary.

P U R C H A S I N G  

•	 a conservative style (‘short back and sides’ is the preferred style)
•	 length must be maintained above the collar and above the ears
•	 a natural colour
•	 long strands of hair that fall across the face are not acceptable
•	 not to be shaved, nor extremely cut with clippers (No. 3 is the shortest acceptable cut)
•	 controlled using hair product if necessary

Boys are to come to school cleanly shaven each day. Side burns are not to be exaggerated nor 
long. The growing of stubble, beards or moustaches is not permitted both during term time and 
when attending School functions. 

J E W E L L E RY

Jewellery may not be worn as part of the uniform, with the following exceptions:

•	 Medic-Alert bracelets or necklaces
•	 Girls may wear a 12mm single sleeper or plain gold or silver stud earring in the lobe of 
      each ear
•	 Girls may wear one plain ring

Necklaces (including crucifixes) must not be visible.
Other visible piercings are not permitted whilst at School or School functions when wearing the 
School uniform.
Jewellery may be confiscated for the duration of the current term should students require 
frequent reminders. 
Boys are not permitted to wear jewellery.
Make-up and nail polish are not permitted.
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
